» Completely answers all parts of the prompt.
» Provides a sharp thesis, clear topic sentences, and sufficient details.

¢ Meets all the spéciﬁc page and character requirements of the college or university.
» Attach a copy of the prompt to your essay.

* Final copy has a proper MLA header in the upper left hand corner.
